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6. HIGH SCHOOL EXAMS:   

The grade 12 learners start exams on Thursday 2nd June; grade 8 to 11 learners start exams on Mon 6th 
June.  High School learners may wear civvies from the day they begin exams, until the end of the term.  
Grade 8 and 9 exams will finish around 10:15 each day, and grade 10 to 12 learners will finish at 11:15; 
except when they write a second session. Learners may leave school when the exam session is finished.  
If a learner cannot be fetched at this time, he or she will stay in a study room to continue preparing for 
the next exam.   
PRIMARY SCHOOL EXAMS:  
Primary School exams start on Fri 10 June.  From the beginning of exams until the end of term, grades  
R to 7 school will finish at 13:10. This school term finishes on Friday 24th June at 11:00.  There will be no 
Aftercare that day.  Please inform Transport operators about the change in school times.  Primary school 
learners wear school uniform during their exam session.   
7. GRADE 12 – WINTER SCHOOL 
Winter School for the grade 12 learners will be held from Monday 11 July to Friday 15 July, from 09:00 
to 13:00 each day.  Learners may come dressed in civvies and should bring a packed lunch with them. 
Attendance is compulsory as portfolio work and revision will be done during this time.  A schedule for 
the week will be handed to each grade 12 learner.  
8. PARENTS EVENINGS:  

Grade R – 3: Thursday 23th June from 17:30-19:00.  Reports for Foundation Phase will be given out and 
parents can meet with the teachers.   
Grades 4 – 12: Reports for Grades 4 – 12 will be given out at a Parents Evening, Thurs 21st July from 
17:30-19:00.
